Early Kindergarten entrv guidelines 3100P

Livingston Public Schools, Livingston, MT, admits as kindergartners all students aged 5 on or
before September 10 of the fall of the school year.

Students younger than age 5 by September 10 of the fall of the school year may be admitted
on a case by case basis by approval of the Board if one or more of the three following
descriptors applies:

1. Ewvaluation by the School Psychelogist, Evaluation Review Team and Individualized
Education Plan Team demonstrates that the student qualifies for special education
under provisions in the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.

a. Application Process for IEP Kindergarten
i. Parents request placement, or
ii. The Park County Special Education Cooperative identifies students
under provisions of Child Find

b. Approval Process for IEP Scaffolded-Curriculum Kindergarten
i. Individual applicants are evaluated by the school psychologist
ii. Acceptance of and agreement to service is outlined in an Evaluation
Review Team meeting and in the documentation of the child’s

Individualized Education Plan



iii. The Board of Trustees approves the enrollment with others as cases
in masked action (student name and the program are not mentioned to
preserve privacy)
The parents request early entrance in to regular full-day kindergarten and, based on
teacher, administrator, and parent observations and screening assessments given after
a 30-school-day trial period in regular kindergarten, the student demonstrates above-
average competency as compared with on-age kindergartners.
a. Application Process for Early Entrance to Regular Kindergarten
i. Parents meet with school administrator and agree to terms of
acceptance
ii. Parents fill out enrollment paperwork
b. Approval Process for Early Entrance to Regular Kindergarten
i. Students attend for a 30 day trial period during which the fit to
regular curriculum is assessed by parents, the teacher, and the school
administrator.
ii. Approximately 30 days after enrollment, the student completes
screening assessments.
iii. Results of the observations and screening assessments indicate the
student is above-average as compared with on-age kindergartners in

national comparison



iv. The Board of Trustees approves the enrollment with others as cases in
masked action {student name and the program are not mentioned to
preserve privacy)

The parents request placement in the district’s scaffold-curriculum 2-year-kindergarten
{LP5 2YK), and parents and the student are successful in the selection / draw process for
that/those limited-number section(s), which number of sections and seats is determined
by the Board of Trustees based on analysis of community need and facility space. The
intent of the LPS 2YK is to provide a service to a traditionally-underserved sub-
population of Livingston families who either:

a. Earn enough income that their child does not qualify for financial assistance or
for Headstart, but, not enough income such that the family is able to afford
tuition in a private/non-public program

b. Cannot be served because private/non-public programs are full

c. Cannot be served because the program they seek does not exist in the
private/non-public or Headstart programs

Application Process for LPS 2YK
i. Parents Enroll by July 1 of the summer before the school year. If there are
fewer who enroll than the number of Board-approved seats, then, all enrollees
will be recommended for approval by the Board.
ii. %Selection process if more enroll than the number of approved seats:
1. First Cut: A number of students that equals .75 multiplied by the

number of Board Approved Seats will be recommended for admittance



who meet the following criteria: their families are the lowest-income-
earning of the applicants in the pool whose families or guardians jointly
or singly earn an income above the documented poverty line for Park
County.

Referral: Those families not approved by the first cut will be
encouraged to accept assistance if they qualify and/or enroll in
Headstart or a private/non-public program.

Draw: Those not approved by the first cut but still wishing to have their
child attend LPS 2YK for reasons such as that it is full day or of a
particular design will be placed in a pool for blind lottery selection.

ACTIVITY PARTICTIPATION FEES
The partictpation faes are $35.00 per sport and are required for all athletic participants at Sleeping Giant Middle School. For
three sport athletes, the third sport 1s free.

ELIGIBILITY (Sleeping Giant Middle School Follows Park High School Guidelines)

To be eligible to participate in contests, extra or co-curricular activities and 'or a club or orgamization a student must:

Be regularly enrolled i school as a full time student or home schooled but enrolled in at least two courses per
semester. An exception will be made to continue an existing agreement with St. Mary’s, Arrowhead, and Pine Creek
Schools to provide limited participation opportunities dependent upon space.

Have received a passing grade in all classes.

The principal may suspend the student from practices and/or participation in a contest if the student has a failling grade
in any class or if suspension from the activity 1s part of the student’s disciplinary penalty for misconduct under
provisions of the student handbook. Poor attitude or poor behavior, regardless of present letter grade or GPA may
result in suspension from participation in activities.

Subrmit proof from a registered Medical Doctor of passing a phvsical exammation (for athletic participation).

Return all required signed permission forms.
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EXTRA AND CO-CTURRICULAR ALCOHOL, DRUG, AND TOBACCO USE

The District views participation in extracurricular activities as an opportunity extended to students willing to make a
commitment to adhere to the rules which govern them. The District believes that participation in organized activities can
contribute to all-around development of young men and women and that implementation of these rules will serve these

pUrposes:

-Emphasize concern for the health and well-being of students while participating in activities;

-Provide a chemical-free environment which will encourage healthy development;

-Diminish chemical use by providing an education assistance program;

-Promote a sense of self-discipline among students;

-Confirm and support existing state laws which prohibit use of mood-altering chemicals;

-Emphasize standards of conduct for those students who, through their participation, are leaders and role models for their
peers and younger students; and

-Assist students who desire to resist peer pressure that often directs them toward the use of chemicals.

Violations of established rules and regulations governing chemical use by participants in extra- and co-curricular activities
will result in discipline as stated 1n student handbooks. Legal Reference: § 20-5-201, MCA Duties and sanctions.

SCHOOL ACTIVITY PARTICIPATION PROCEDURE

1. Mission Statement. The Livingston School District activity programs are dedicated to providing competitive and
enjovable experiences for the students, student-participants_ coaches, advisors, faculty, parents and fans. In doing so, we
hold high expectations for all participants and supporters in the areas of Character, Citizenship, Scholarship, and
Leadership as we strive to be competitive, develop skills, make healthy decisions, and act as ambassadors of the
Livingston Schools and Livingston community.

2. Purpose Statement. The Livingston School District believes that participation in extra-curricular and co-curricular
activities contributes to the all-around development of voung men and women. Therefore, 1t 15 the intent of this procedure
to identify expectations and guidelines for participation in activities during their middle and high school career(s).

3. When is this procedure in effect? Students are subject to the procedure during the respective season of the activity.
The procedure 1z in effect from the first day of practice until the last day of the season. Violations are cumulative for an
academic vear but do not carry over to the next yvear. Any graded activity will not be affected by this procedure.

4. Criteria for Participation. This procedure applies to all middle school participants in co-curricular activities including
but not limited to athletics, band, drama, etc.



a. Attendance. No students shall participate in any activity unless s'he has been in school for the entire day of the activity
unless excuszed for medical reasons supported by documentation from a doctor’s office, bereavement, or administrative
discretion.

b. Academic Eligibility. Academic progress 1s detenmined weekly for all students in the form of Infinite Campus reports
which are available to students, parents and staff at anv time. Eligibility for extracurricular participants is based upon the
student participant’s academic performance as recorded in Infintte Campus. Student participants must maintain grades
of no more than two I's and no Fs to secure their participation eligibility. Should a student participant fail to uphold
this standard, they will be placed on probationary status. For students who attended Sleeping Giant Middle School or any
other middle school the previcus quarter, the previous quarter grades will determine academic eligibility status. For the
purposes of academic eligibility, quarter 4 grades the previous spring will count toward fall quarter eligibility. The
following is required of student participants on probationary status. Students with greater than 15 total absences anytime
during a semester in anv given class period will meet with admimistration, parents_ the teacher, and the coach/advisor to
determine eligibility. The following is required of student participants on probationary status:

A weekly grade check conducted by the Athletic Director will determine academic eligibility.

The Athletic Director will forward a copy of the grade checks to the assistant principal or principal and coaches.
Weekly grade checks will run from Thursday to Thursday. Should a student participant fail to show sufficient
academic progress, he/she will be ineligible to participate during the week immediately following the grade check,
unless they can get their work turned in a day before the game and the teacher submits a note that the grade has
improved to an acceptable level.

Weekly grade checks will continue until the end of the activity, with eligibility for participation determined on a
weekly basis by the student’s academic performance.

If a student is showing academic progress, a teacher may write a note to allow the student to participate in the next
competition.

Students mav not miss school to accompany the team when academically meligible.

Academic eligibility checks for non-athletic activities including the annual theatre production, require the same
academic standards. Advisors will submit the list of students attending the activity to the Administrative Assistant
for a grade check. The advisor and administration will be notified of those students on probation. Final eligibility will
be mn in the two davs preceding the event to determine if students may attend 'participate.

c. Use of Drugs, Alcohol or Tobacco Products. Students may not sell, possess, use, distribute or purchase alcohol,
tobacco, (alternative Nicotine and Vapor Products, illegal drugs as defined by either federal or Montana law, or drug
paraphernalia. In addition, “illegal drugs™ include all prescription drugs obtained without authorization, all prescribed and
over-the-counter drugs, or other substances being used or musused for any abusive purpose, faux drugs, alcchol, tobacco,
alternative Micotine and Vapor Products, and drug paraphernalia.

d. Other Conduct. Students will not participate in disruptive, destructive, or disrespectful conduct 1 or out of school that
casts a negative shadow on the District. Such conduct includes, but 1s not limited to, fighting, hazing or bullying,
harassment, stealing or attempting to steal. (Reference also District Policy 3310, Student Discipline))

# The Athletic Director will conduct a behavior check the first week of each season. If a student has one or more Red
Zone referrals he/she will be on probation. If the student receives a Red Zone referral he/she will be ineligible to
participate in the next competition.

If a student has one or more suspensions, The Athletic Director will call a meeting with the student, the Principal, and
the coach before the first day of practice to establish behavior guidelines. If the student receives another Red Zone
Referral during the season, he/she will be ineligible to participate for the remainder of the season.

The Athletic Director conducts a weekly behavior check to determine behavior eligibility.

Weekly behavior checks will run from Thursday to Thursday.

The Athletic Director will alert an admunistrator and the advisor or coach if students are behaviorally ineligible for
activities.

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. The School Board extends the right of the coaches/advisors to have team expectations/consequences that go bevond
those documented in this procedure, with the agreement of the Activities Director and the School Principal. Full
disclosure of all expectations / consequences will be made to the participants and parents at the heginning of the season.

f. Electronic Media Use Issues. Participants need to exercise good judgment in their use of electronic communication
devices. “Electronic communication device™ means anv mode of electronic communication, including but not limited to
computers, cell phones, PDAs, cameras, or the internet. Participants are required to refrain from sending or posting

images and/or remarks about individuals and/or teams from their own and other schools deemed to be disparaging or
inappropriate by the administration. While texting, Twitter, Instagram, Facebook, and other social networking
applications may have their merits, participants need to act responsibly when using these sites. Pictures and comments on
these and other sites that indicate violations of the Activities Code may be used to prove such violations.

5. Due Process and Consequences for Behavioral Violations (drugs, aleohel, tobacce products and other conduct az ztated above)
Admimistration shall have the authority and duty to conduct investigations and to question students pertaiming to
infractions of school rules and the activity policy. Investigations will be conducted after there i3 a “reasonable suspicion™
that a violation has occurred. The following process will be followed:

1. Student(s) involved will be questioned by the administration.

2. The administration will consider all of the evidence and collaborate with the Building Principal, Vice Principal, Coach
or Activity Advisor, and Activities Director to determine if a violation of the policy has occurred.

3. The administrator who investigated the infraction will notify the affected student’s parent/guardian and set up a meeting
with them, the student, the Coach and the Athletic Director to explain the violation(s) and consequences.

4. The District will respect’ adhere to the privacy rights of all students/individuals involved in any alleged violation or
investigation of a violation.

First Offense A participant shall be ineligible for activities participation for the next following 3 competitions, regardless
of season (offenses may carry over into ancther season or another school vear). Competitive weeks are defined as weeks
of allowable competition. If a participant or his'her parent/guardian self-reports the offense to a coach, AD, counselor, or
school administrator or 1s forthcoming and truthfiol when first questioned by the administration, the student will be
ineligible for the next following 2 competitions (from the date of the admission, as determined by the
administration). Participants must attend practices during this tume to be eligible for competition when reinstated. If a
dmg, alcohel, or tobacco-related including alternative Nicotine and Vapor Products infraction occurs, in order to be
reinstated for competition, participants must meet with a Licensed Addiction Counselor for a screening or evaluation or as
deemed appropriate to the infraction, at the parent’ guardian’s expense, with verification of the appointment submitted to
the AD or school administrator within two weeks of the violation. If verification of the appointment 15 not submitted by
this date_ ieligibility will continue until such verification is submitted. Plavers may sit on the bench in street clothes with
their team for games (if the coach agrees to this), but they may not miss any class time to do so.

Second Offense A participant will be immediately ineligible for activities participation for the next following 4
competitions. If a participant or his‘her parent/zuardian self-reports the offense to a coach, AD, counselor, or school
administrator or 1s forthcoming and truthful when first questioned by the administration, the student will be ineligible for
the next following 3 competitions (from the date of the admission, as determined by the administration). The
participant will be allowed to practice during the period of ineligibility. If a drug, alcohol, or tobacco-related including
alternative Micotine and Vapor Products infraction occurs, in order to be reinstated for competition, participants must
meet with a Licensed Addiction Counselor for an evaluation, complete a substance use education course and follow any
recommendation made by the LAC, at the parent'guardian’s expense, with verification of the appointment submuatted to
the AD or school administrator within two weeks of the violation. If verification of the appointment 15 not submitted by
this date, meligibility will continue until such verification 1s submitted. Players may sit on the bench in street clothes with
their team for games (if the coach agrees to this), but they may not miss any class time to do so.

Third Offense A participant will be immediately ineligible for activities participation for the next following 6
competitions. If a participant or his‘her parent/guardian self-reports the offense to a coach, AD, counselor, or school
admunistrator or 15 forthcoming and truthful when first questioned by the administration, the student will be ineligible for
the next following 5 competitions (from the date of the admission, as determined by the administration). The
participant will not be allowed to practice during the period of meligibality. If a drug, alcohol, or tobacco-related including
alternative Nicotine and Vapor Products infraction occurs, in order to be reinstated for competition, participants must
meet with a Licensed Addiction Counselor for an evaluation, complete a substance use education course and follow any
recommendation made by the LAC, at the parent/guardian’s expense, with verification of the appointment submutted to
the AD or school admimistrator within two weeks of the violation. If verification of the appointment 15 not submitted by
this date_ meligihility will continue until such verification 1s submuitted.

Fourth and Subsequent Offenses A participant will be meligible for interscholastic activities for one calendar vear
from the time of the mfraction. The participant will not practice or be with the team in anv way during the meligible
period. The participant will not receive any team/individual awards for those activities affected during the ineligible
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period. The administration, along with the student and parent/guardian, will also recommend any appropriate interventions
available through Sleeping Giant Middle School or external programs to support healthy ‘responsible decision-making.

Appeal Process Upon imposition of any consequence imposed by this policy, a student or student’s parent/guardian, or
representative may appeal as described below. The consequences set forth will be administered until otherwise determined
by the appeal process.

O For a suspension of less than ten {10} days, the student or student’s parent/guardian may appeal the penalty to the
superintendent no later than five (5) academic days after the notification of the principal’s decision. The supenntendent
will respond no later than five (5) academic days after a notification of an appeal. The supenintendent’s decision 1s final.

O For recommended suspensions of more than ten (10) days, the board will provide a hearing. During the hearing with the
trustess, the principal will present the facts of the case. The student or student’s parent/guardians will have the right to
refute the facts as presented by the principal, question witnesses, call his/her own witnesses, and be represented by
council The decision of the Board iz final

O An appeal may only be made as to whether or not an infraction of the policy occurred, not the consequences associated,
as outlined in this policy.

Student Handbook In addition to the nghts and consequences outlined herein, students are entitled to their rights and
subject to consequences described 1n the Student Handbook and District Policy 1f any violations of this procedure occurs
on the way to or from school, on school property, or at school-sponsored events, including events held off school
property.

Comprehensive School and Community Treatment Services

This Comprehensive School and Community Treatment Services Agreement
(Agreement) is made and entered this 1%t day of July 2017 by and between L'esprit, Inc.,
and Livingston School Distriet #1 and #4.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, L'esprit provides an array of mental health services to emotionally
disturbed youth providing Comprehensive School and Community Treatment Services

(CSCT) in Livingston School Distriets; and

WHEREAS, the School Distriet wishes to retain L'esprit to perform School Based
Comprehensive School and Community Treatment Services to students enrolled in the
School District who are authorized to receive CSCT services; and

WHEREAS, L'esprit is willing and able to render said services to those students in the
School District authorized to receive CSCT services, pursuant to the terms of this
Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual terms, conditions and covenants set
forth herein, the parties agree as follows:

i. Terms

This Agreement shall be effective as of the 1st day of July 2017 and shall
continue in effect through the 30™ day of June 2018, unless earlier
terminated as provided in paragraph 7 below.

2. L'esprit, Inc. Services

a. L'esprit, Inc., agrees to render CSCT services as provided herein and
accordance with the Statement of Work attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated
by reference. For the purposes of this Agreement, Comprehensive School and
Community Treatment Services or CSCT shall mean mental health center services as
defined in the State of Montana Administrative Rule 27.88.901. For the purpose of this
agreement, CSCT is the only Mental Health Center service provided in conjunction with
the School District. L'esprit, Ine. shall maintain clinical records and monthly progress
report including service documentation supporting the provision of CSCT services to the
School District in sufficient amount to enable School District(s) contracted billing agent
to bill for Medicaid covered services provided to Medicaid eligible children. All CSCT
records maintained by L'esprit hereunder will be available by appropriate School
District personnel to verify billing activity upon request. Furthermore, L'esprit agrees to
bill third party insurers, student, and/or student families for all CSCT medical services
